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Theorical frame
During the last 20 years, migration has been considered by European and Western opinions as a matter of domestic policy, which has not always been the case and is not inherent to migratory moves within one society. For example, during the Ford era, neither migration nor the existence of migrants, were ever at stake in domestic policy debates. But at the end of Fordism, it seemed like migration was no more factory bound and no more built on the very close firms /state relationship. Migrants started to have a brand new face within societies they settled in. At least, in Europe, questions of ideological and cultural competitions and confrontations between migrants and local people and on the other hand, the question of integration and lack of citizenship, which can be considered as national localism, have largely dominated public scenes in which migration phenomenon were still discussed. 
This localism, sometimes anxious, and more often in favour of the most violent and radical forms of stigmatization, is more likely to overrule current geopolitical and global vision of the phenomenon. Today, the gap is even bigger between a local-tied vision that dominates ideological and political approaches of the topic, and researcher’s analysis which focus more on migration dynamics, routes, and flows. Case studies and investigations on migration have widened their scope and their fields of interest during these last years. They dimmed the light shed on social “cold” questions concerning migrant status in Western societies, and invested heavily on the more and more complex routes, destinies and migratory process, as well as on the regeneration of social actors concerned by the phenomenon, showing for example, the current massive feminization of flows and finally the social space time in which migration operates. 
Taking up the risk to whittle a rich and diversified field of investigation, one can put forward three main theories that organize major human and social sciences contributions pointing up three main changes in social logics that organize flows and their dynamics, their goal being to make null and void specific terms with which we think and speak of migration. 
Mobility or migration
First, one can put forward that conditions of access and organization of western labour markets have been completely transformed by migrants’ access conditions and their economic roles. In fact, conditions of migrants are more likely to be flexible, insecure and even very temporary, which make today’s migration shorter and more cyclic, between countries of origin and host ones. Moreover, evolution of means of transport and circulation, which have become so banal, makes regular flows much easier. 
Today, there are so many reasons for migrants to move, especially with the advent of cross national business, which appears as a cure to restrictions and impoverishment of labour migration. In many cases today, one can easily notice that « migration » has become inappropriate to refer to some seasonal workers, as farm workers, building workers or even hotel industry workers, whose goals are not to settle in host countries but just to take a temporal work opportunity. 
Wander or integration
The second notable change concerns the closure of the Western borders, in Europe and in the USA in the first place and the multiplication of controls and the tough procedures for obtaining visas. Even if these blocked borders can’t prevent illegal migrations as many political economists assert, it creates on the other hand the conditions to make growing populations aspiring to mobility, in a situation of wander or transit, in their country, countries “?”, like the Maghreb for Europe, Mexico for the USA, or illegal, in the host countries themselves, forming a real floating transnational proletariat. 
Integration or diaspora
Another phenomenon concerns the appearance of Diaspora’s dynamics within previous Ford-type settled migrations. Actually, their relative social advancement enabled them to renew relations with the host countries by dealing with assets, recognition and even institutionalization of the cultures, therein and in their own countries. In original homelands, their political and economic roles is growing up which leads in fact to the creation of general conditions for a status review, or what  is called by some anthropologists “double absence”, through different modes, which is in fact  more a collective and individual “double presence”. Indeed, it is not a paradox today to see that in some areas marked by neighbourhood mobility, migrants appear as a collective force as well in the settling countries as the origin ones ask for legitimacy, social and political recognition. 
Project

On the basis of these assumptions, we would like to initiate a series of meetings between researchers of the various disciplines which are at the origin of these “paradigmatic revisions” with an aim of organizing, on these axes, a discussion on the relevance and the methods of a general revision of the categories and vocabulary from which social sciences see the migratory phenomena today. These meetings will be lit by the main outcome of empirical research undertaken these last years as a way to sensitize public opinion. Of course, the point here is not to organize another seminar on migration issues, there are a lot already. It is a matter of gathering different experiences to build strong bases for a “new talk and think” targeting political and social actors involved in this field. 
Thus, we would like to gather for two days and a half around fifteen researchers, Europeans, Maghrebians, Anglo saxons, sociologists, demographers, geographers, anthropologists or political economists, whose work largely contribute to highlight major changes regarding migratory phenomenon these last years. We propose these assumptions as a framework, then larger discussions will help us establish a new conceptual vocabulary in order to think the current migratory phenomenon. Outcomes and discussions will be gathered in a book to be disseminated.
