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New migrant condition seminar

Moulay Idriss, 4th-6th June 2009

The purpose of this  seminar is  to engage a discussion between researchers  about  ‘new paradigms’ from which human and social  sciences look and analyze international contemporary migratory phenomenons. This debate will be based on various researches – within different national contexts-  that could contribute to  bring the debate into the public arena. 
The point is not to organize yet another conference on migratory issues as there are already too many. The purpose here is to gather experiences, to build problematical frames and to bring elements of understanding which can influence the national and international public policies.

Therefore we do not ask the participants to prepare a formal contribution  but we suggest  that the reflection is being structured  around the following five questions :

A. Can you please describe in few words your own research experience on migrations and the evolution of your reflection about it?
B. Policy makers argue that new migrations dynamics could be described in four main trends : feminization, precarization, diasporas and circular migrations. From your specialization and fieldwork, do you think these notions are relevant in order to analyze migrations?

C. What kind of continuities/discontinuities do you observe within the migrant worlds you are researching? What changes and permanent aspects  are there in the social rapports and interactions in which these groups evolve?
D. How do you receive political discourses and policy plans about migrants and migrations, from your point of view and your fieldworks?
E. As  far as the challenge to social sciences is concerned, is the objective to  organize the analysis of new and rising migratory phenomenons  or is it to bring  a critical view on the modalities upon which social sciences have been approaching the migratory question in the last twenty years?

Each participant will discuss individually these questions for 20 minutes and that would include comments on the relevance and orientations of these questions. There will be time after each ½ day session for collective debate.
