Program for returning of political prisoners and deportees and their il
families to Lithuania for 2002-2007

This program establishes state aid to:

* political prisoners and deportees, who have beencegnised as not guilty to the Republic of Lithuaniand
for whom all their civil rights are reinstated under the Law on Reinstatement in the Rights of Persons
Subjected to Repressions for Resistance to Occupaial Regimes

» children of political prisoners and deportees, fowhom the status of a deportee — a person having seféed
from occupational regimes has been recognised undt#re Law of Legal Status of Persons Having Suffere
from Occupations in 1939-1990

Social assistance is provided to returning persons to finance:
* compensations for moving costs

* payment of one-off settlement benefits

* assistance to citizens of the Republic of Lithuanipermanently residing in the territory of the former USSR
